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The District has recently installed a Campbell Scientific Datalogger at MS-1 that enables us to record stages and AMIL gate openings around the clock.  We are currently setup to read hourly data all the time and 15 minute data when water levels exceed 8.5 feet.  I am enclosing an updated January report and the most recent February report. 
RAINFALL: JANUARY and FEBRUARY rainfall within the District fell below the expected norm.  Rainfall ranged from a low of 1.4 inches in the southwestern portion of the District to over 4 inches in the eastern area, an average across the District of 2.6 inches.  The largest 1-day and 2-day total rainfall was 2.13-inches recorded on January 3rd at Site #3 (MS-1) and 3.11-inches recorded on January 3-4th at the same site.
