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RAINFALL: AUGUST rainfall within the District ran above normal with over ¾ of the monthly total occurring in the last 8 days … events preceding, during, and after ERNESTO.  District rainfall was particularly heavy in the western portions with totals between 10.0 inches at Palm Bay Regional Park and 11.8 inches in western West Melbourne.  
The gage at Site #5 has been malfunctioning off-and-on lately and we will discontinue recordings until it is replaced.

DISCHARGE: Discharge remained at or below the base flow range throughout the month until the heavy rains which occurred around the passing of ERNESTO.  Discharges peaked at 1,160 cfs on the afternoon of the 31st and have steadily decreased since … current discharge is approximately 600 cfs as of this writing.  
STAGE: Upstream stages at MS-1 have responded to the rainfall … peaking at 10 feet just prior to ERNESTO and again immediately following ERNESTO.  Stages are still at 9 feet as the system has been hard hit in the west and slowly recovers.
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
