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RAINFALL: MARCH rainfall within the District ran well below normal, somewhat consistent with the NOAA report at Melbourne airport ... off by approximately 2½ inches.  Over forty percent (40%) of the rainfall occurred on the 16th with an additional 25% occurring six days later on the 22nd.
