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RAINFALL: APRIL rainfall within the District ran about normal, an average of 2.2 inches across the District compared with 2.08 inches expected.  Approximately thirty-seven percent (37%) of the monthly total rainfall occurred on the 10th with 75% occurring through the 12th.
