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RAINFALL: Rain gages at sites #1, #2, #4, #5, and #6 have been discontinued … all are being replaced with upgraded gages similar to the hourly recording gage at site #3.  Until they are operational rainfall will only be reported from site #3, at the MS-1 control structure at the east end of canal c1.

JULY rainfall within the District ran above normal, 7.59 inches recorded at Site #3 compared with 5.38 inches expected.  Distribution was fairly uniform throughout the first ¾ of the month, ending with over 40% occurring throughout the last 3 or 4 days.

DISCHARGE: Discharges peaked at three separate times during the month due to the distribution of rainfall; the early peak occurred on the 9th at 309 cfs, on the 22nd at 498 cfs, and on the 28th at 661 cfs.  Current discharge is 418 cfs.
STAGE: Upstream stages at MS-1 remained above the 4-foot control elevation throughout the month due to the relative uniformity of rainfall.  Almost half the month was reporting stages above 9 feet; from the 6th through the 9th (peak of 9.8 feet) and from the 21st through the end of the month (a few hours reporting just under 9 feet; peak of 9.8 feet).  Current stage is 9.1 feet.
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
