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RAINFALL: Rain gages at sites #1, #2, #4, #5, and #6 have been installed and are operational.  They are Hydrological Services Tipping Bucket Raingauges (TB5).  
AUGUST rainfall within the District ran near normal, a 7.68 inch average across the District compared with 7.20 inches expected.  Distribution through the month was fairly uniform but totals around the District varied. 
Total rainfall for the report period and calendar year recorded within the District, compared with that recorded at the Melbourne Airport (no report available today … maintenance) and normal expectations is as follows:

DISCHARGE: Discharges trended upwards throughout the month, from base flow range to allowable discharge range in response to the rainfall.  The peak occurred on the 20th at 331 cfs.  
The District experienced a 2-day rainfall October 2-3, 2007 of 1.70 (north) to 4.29 (south) inches resulting in discharges in excess of 1300 cfs.  The system has slowly recovered and current discharge is 439 cfs.
STAGE: Upstream stages at MS-1 peaked early in the month at 8.8 feet and moved between 5 and 9 feet throughout the balance of the month.  The early October rainfall brought stages to over 10 feet as the AMIL gates were temporarily jammed with debris.  Stages have receded and the current stage reading is 6.4 feet.
